


St. James Elementary School has become the new location for a recreation-thirsty 
community to enjoy programs from the Parks and Recreation department. The new-
est program gaining widespread community support is youth basketball.  
This first time youth basketball league has ten teams through ages 6 to 9 years old 
and has close to thirty participants in the Micro-Dribblers program, where children 
from ages 4 and 5 years old can learn the basic skills involved with basketball in an 
enjoyable environment. “The parents have been great, very willing and supportive of 
the programs that we are offering in this area,” said Davie Parrott, District Supervi-
sor, after having his parents and coaches meeting.  
The youth basketball program also includes sites at the North Myrtle Beach Elemen-
tary School, Forestbrook Middle School and Aynor Elementary and has close to 600 
participants in all. The NMB site has approximately 80 cheerleaders for basketball as 
well.  
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Horry County Parks and Recreation recognized Dick Timmerman for Full Time and 
Ed Reed for Part-Time Employees for the 3rd Quarter, July ~ September 2006. 
Dick Timmerman, former Director of the North Myrtle Beach Recreation, received 
his award for the outstanding work in growing the programs at North Strand Park.  
Mr. Timmerman, who has been with the department since October 2004, doubled the 
number of football participants from 165 participants in 2005 to 334 children in 2006. 
Ed Reed, started with the department in February 2005, received his award for his at-
tention to detail, dedication and assistance with the numerous tournaments played at 
Waccamaw Park.  Numerous families visiting from out of town left Waccamaw Park  
with nothing but praise of the work he had done.
